Constructed Response (CR) Questions:

The best way to practice the CR questions is to post your answers on the noteboard and receive feedback from a TA. Guidelines for answering CR Questions on an exam:

· Identify and explain the key terms in the question, even if the question doesn’t specifically ask for definitions. 

· Explicitly, thoroughly, and clearly answer the question posed. 

· Points are not deducted for errors in grammar or spelling, but your response must be accurate, clear, legible, and easy to follow to earn full points.

· Diagrams and symbols may be used to clarify your response.
